Investment update

As it develops its new plans, Creative Scotland is experimenting with a range of new
methodologies and investment models for identifying and supporting talent. Where
practical we will communicate specific changes in advance, but this may not always be
possible. However, we are always prepared to answer any questions and queries that
arise as a result of decisions we make.

There are a number of funding opportunities which in the past have been available either
as open opportunities or through a range of other processes. These have been
consolidated into new strands of investment, which will be announced during the coming
months.

Ultimately, established funding opportunities may not exist at all in the future in their
current form, but be incorporated or modified into new, more streamlined and light-touch
opportunities. An example of this is the Performing Arts Programming Fund, which,
for the final time, will be available through a different process. If you have applied to this
fund in the past then you will hear from us separately and in more detail about how to
engage with us on this.

Publications: Books and Magazines
Writer’s bursaries

Literature Festivals

Drama: New work

The following strands will be offered with a 21 February 2011 deadline:

e Visual Arts: Artistic / Curatorial development (for individuals)

Vital Sparks
We have chosen to use a targeted approach to the Vital Sparks awards this year, partly to
allow us to develop and introduce new investment models, but also to reduce the burden




of time and effort on applicants: in the first round, there were over 110 applications
received and only seven were ultimately awarded investment.

We were keen to maintain the aims and aspirations for the Vital Spark awards and we
have tapped into the expertise and experience of colleagues within the creative sector. A
group of industry professionals were invited to put forward nominations for artists whose
practice, previous achievements and collaborative working style meets the aims of the
Vital Spark awards to ‘encourage experimentation, radical new work and innovative
approaches to engaging with audiences’.

Those asked to make nominations are highly regarded professionals with years of
experience across all areas of the arts, active and interested individuals whose day-to-day
role brings them into contact with a wide range of emerging and established artists.
Creative Scotland will be announcing a number of new initiatives for artists over the
coming months which will introduce even more opportunities.
